BEFORE INSTALLATION

«  Thoroughly inspect each of your SeatSavers™ before installation to determine if any or all of the following special features apply to your
specific seat style. Some of the information presented in this instruction sheet may not apply to your specific installation. Please be sure
to use the application information for your installation.

«  The FRONT DRIVER SIDE cover is identified by the “SeatSaver” logo on the side panel of the seat cover. It is important that this
cover be installed on the FRONT DRIVER SIDE only.

SPECIAL POINTS TO WATCH FOR & CONSIDER

1. Contour of seat back and cushions, including seperate headrest and/or armrest covers. Some sets may have additional
headrest covers to accommodate optional-sized headrests.
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2. Cutouts for seat adjustment levels and buttons, shoulder harness retaining brackets, and stationary seat belt harnesses. s
3. Hook & loop attachments on elastic straps sewn onto the underside of the bottom cushion. - /

4. Hook & loop attachments along the bottom outside edge near the crevice area between the seat back and the bottom cushion. ! %‘

5. Cloth-type belt with hook & loop attachments. Large cloth loop. { ‘,-"'

8. If your vehicle is equipped with brackets on the outboard side of the backrest, check the covers to determine if an opening N
has been provided for them. If not, they must be removed before installation of the SeatSaver™. If your covers have a belt loop Movement/Adjustment
sewn at the bottom, make sure it slips over the backrest while installing the SeatSaver™. of the seats may assist
in cover installation.

Pass webbing attachment and male end of buckle
(if applicable) through the seat crevice (see Fig. 4).

NOTE: Some webbing attachments may pass to the front of
the seat from the crevice, while others may pass to the rear.
Snap male portion of buckle into female portion as shown
below (see Fig. 4).

INSTALLING THE REAR SEATS

Remove the headrests (if applicable), (see Fig. 1in Step 1on pg. 1). If headrests are not removeable, locate the hook and loop openings
in the seat cover that will allow for the headrests to pass through (see Fig. 2 in Step 10on pg. 1).

Place cover(s) over their respective part(s) (60/40) noting any seat details or features that have a corresponding opening or cutout on

the cover (seatbelt, armrest, headrest, etc.) (see Fig. 11).
