3. Starting on the driver side loosen the taper on the upper ball joint using an 2Imm socket/wrench. Use a hammer to separate the
upper ball joint taper and tie rod end. Support the spindle so that it does not over extend the CV joints when detached. [FIGURE 2]

5. Install your new ICON driver billet UCA in to the UCA frame pockets using factory hardware making sure the heim spacers (157432)
are installed in the rod end and torque to factory specs. [FIGURE 4 & 5]




7. Repeat steps on opposite side.
8. Reinstall wheels and tires and torque to factory specs.

9. Have the vehicle professionally aligned.
