1 2 STEP BAR ASSEMBLY (1 DRIVER, 1 PASSENGER) 13MM SOCKET  

2 4 MOUNTING BRACKET 13MM WRENCH 

3 8  M8 EXTRUDED U NUT RATCHET 

4 8 LONG M8 HEX HEAD CAP SCREW TORQUE WRENCH 

5 8 SHORT M8 HEX HEAD CAP SCREW  

6 16 M8 SPLIT LOCK WASHER  

7 16 M8 FLAT WASHER

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PROCEDURE 

1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.  

Carefully read and understand all  instructions before attempting installation. 

Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim. 

2. Starting on the driver side, remove the rubber plugs located on the rocker panel at each mounting location. See Figure 1.  

3. For models with threaded holes: At each bracket mounting location on the rocker panel there should be a welded factory 

nut.   

4. Locate (1) Mounting Bracket (Item 2) and loosely secure it to the rocker panel using the provided hardware: (2) M8 hex 

head bolt, (2) M8 flat washer, and (2) M8 lock washer. See Figures 2-3. 

5. Repeat Step 4 for all remaining bracket mounting locations. 
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6. For Step Board installation, tilt board at an angle to insert brackets into mounting locations. With the previously installed 

mounting brackets use the supplied M8 hardware with the short M8 hex head bolt, then loosely install. See Figures 3 & 4. 

7. Align and adjust the step bars and brackets as needed, then fully tighten all hardware: M8 to 15-18 ft-lbs.
