2. Unlock the lid of the #320 Console Insert and oest flat surface, open the lid and assemble theupport
hardware as shown in Figure 1. Tighten the hardwasmall increments so that the lid remains scappaas you
require. After assembling this hardware, the Cnbwsert will no longer
fully collapse to its original shipping size, dotratempt to force it closed.

Reinstall the (2) #4 Console Mounting Bolts (renebue Step 6) in the factory locations and tightemlbout 4 ft-Ibs,
or until the bottom of the #11 Plates meet thedmtsurface of the console in the area around theax@ inset.
NOTE: If you wish to cover the hardware in the bottof the console, you may either trim the #3 Rulbat
(Removed in Step 5), or a piece of carpet/matxB2’may be used.
