 INSTALLATION
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3.	Disconnect the sway bar link from the sway bar using a 9mm and 18mm. [FIGURE 3]

4.	Support the lower control arm with a jack. Remove the three 18mm nuts from the top of the coilover mount. The wiring harness can 
be pried off the stud with a pry bar. On the passenger side, the inner nut can be accessed from under the hood. [FIGURE 4]

5.	Using a 15mm, remove the two bolts that hold the coilover to the lower control arm. [FIGURE 5]

6.	Remove the tie rod from the knuckle using a 21mm and a ball joint separator. A 10mm may be needed to hold the ball stud from 
turning while removing the nut.

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5. Cut the factory droop stop o£ of the side of the coil bucket. Paint the bare metal to prevent corrosion. [FIGURE 3 & 4]

6. Each UCA is clearly labeled which side and direction it should be installed.

7. Insert the supplied heim spacers as shown. Slide the ICON UCA into place and fasten using the factory hardware. [FIGURE 5]

8. Hand tighten OEM hardware using (2) 21mm. [Torque to factory spec]

9. Take care when inserting tapered pin into the spindle to not damage the threads. Hand tighten the ball joint nut onto the tapered 
pin to align and seat it properly. [Torque to 70 ft-lbs]

10. Reinstall the outer tie rod end. [Torque to factory spec]

11. Repeat steps on passenger side.

12. Install wheels and lower vehicle to the ground. [Torque lugs to factory spec]

13. ICON billet upper control arms utilize heim joints at each pivot to allow alignment using the adjusters on the upper control arms 
as well as cam adjusters on the lower control arms. The heims can be extended or contracted by turning the adjustment collar. Make 
sure that the slit in the collar lines up with the slit in the housing and then tighten the pinch bolts evenly in an oppossing pattern at 
least 3 times. Do not exceed 1.875” of adjustment from the center of the rod end to the edge of the billet UCA. [Torque to 40 ft-lbs]

14. Have the vehicle professionally aligned.

15. Once aligned, apply BLUE thread locker to the outer pinch bolts located on the sides of the arm. Tighten the pinch bolts in an 
oppossing pattern at least 3 times. [Torque to 40 ft-lbs]

RETORQUE ALL NUTS, BOLTS AND LUGS AFTER 100 MILES AND PERIODICALLY THEREAFTER.

VERIFY ALL FASTENERS ARE PROPERLY TORQUED BEFORE DRIVING VEHICLE.
