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PROCEDURE
1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.
Carefully read and understand all instructions before attempting installation.
Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.

2. Open the hood and remove the lever seen in Figure 1 using a T10 Torx driver. Remove the (2) screws and slide the lever
toward the front of the vehicle.

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4. Remove the 4 OE hardware seen in Figure 3.

5. Starting on the drivers side of the vehicle, remove the OE hardware located inside the wheel well.
6. Loosen two screws behind the fender panel shown in Figure 4 and 5.

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7. Separate the front of the wheel well trim seen in Figure 6 from the vehicle. Pull the front of wheel well liner out to access
the clips retaining the wheel well trim. Use a small flat head screw driver to release the blue clips. Use a pair of needle
nose pliers to release white and yellow clips.

8. Remove the fasteners retaining the front fascia panel. They are located inside the wheel wells above the bumper and behind
the wheel well trim. See Figures 6 and 7.

9. Repeat Steps 5-8 on the passenger side.
10. Remove the front fascia panel using a pry tool. Use painters tape to prevent damage while prying the filler panel.

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12. Disconnect the electrical harness seen in Figure 9. If a block heater is equipped, disconnect the block heater cable.

13. Remove the three bolts along the bottom of the grille.

14. Remove the grille by firmly pulling it to detach the clips. If a front camera is equipped, disconnect the camera wiring
harness and cleaning fluid tube. Note: Do not disconnect the camera or cleaning fluid nozzle from the grille.

15. Remove the panel shown in Figure 10. Lift the panel and remove the clips underneath see Figures 10 and 11.
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16. Remove the (4) OE bolts located underneath the panel removed in the previous step. See Figure 12.
17. Remove the (4) OE bolts attached to the bottom of the plastic skid plate. See Figure 13.

18. Remove the (2) OE bolts on the sides of the bumper shown in Figure 13.

19. Remove Bumper by carefully pulling it out.

20. If an air baffle is equipped, remove the air baffle. Remove the four bolts on the front and the two bolts in the back.
See Figures 14 and 15.
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21. Detach the air baffle clips from the radiator. See Figure 16.
22. Detach the air baffle electrical harness. See Figure 17.
23. Remove the air baffle.

24. If tow hooks are equipped, remove the tow hooks (tow hooks will be reinstalled). Detach the clips retaining the plastic tow
hook covers to the bottom of the frame. See Figure 18. Remove the OE hardware retaining the tow hooks. See Figures 19
and 20.
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25. Loosely attach the Mounting Brackets “A” and “B” (items 2-5) and tow hooks as seen in Figures 21-23 using the M12
hardware (items 13-17).

Note: The tow hook cases are identical. The hardware placed will not be symmetrical, but facing the same direction.
Note: If Tow hooks are used, Item 13 will not need a hex nut (item 17) as it will be screwed into the tow hook.
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26. Loosely attach Mounting Bracket “C” (items 6 and 7) onto mounting bracket “A” using the M12 hardware (items 28-30).

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27. Loosely attach Upper Mounting Brackets (items 8 and 9) onto vehicle using OF hardware. See Figures 25 and 26
Note: The bumper is not yet installed Figures 25 and 26 are for reference and location only

28. Loosely install the Grille Guard Assembly (item 1) onto upper mounting brackets and Lower Mounting Brackets “C”
using the M 12 hardware (items 28-30). Sec Figures 27 and 28
Note: bumper is not yet installed.
29. Tighten all M12 hardware attached to the Lower Mounting Brackets “A” and “B” to 45-50 ft-lbs
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30. Remove the Grille Guard Assembly, Upper Mounting Brackets, and Lower Mounting Bracket “C”

31. Reconnect the air baffle’s electrical harness and reinstall air baffle

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32. Locate the driver’s and passenger’s cutting templates (items 33 and 34). Starting on either side , align the template with
the bumper edges as seen in Figure 29. The top of the template should align with the part in which the metal bumper and
plastic bumper pieces meet. See Figure 29 for reference.

33. Ensure that the measurements match your template. Follow the template instructions and cut accordingly.
Note: After cutting, you will still need to adjust your brackets and more cutting may be required.

34. Remove parking sensors from the front bumper wiring harness and install harness extensions in place of the parking
Sensors.

35. Reinstall the front bumper.
Note: Hang extensions over the bumper as seen in Figure 30

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36. Install upper mounting brackets on the vehicle in the same place as installed before using OE hardware or provided M10
hardware (items 18-21). Tighten M 10 hardware to 25-30 ft-lbs. See Figure 31 and 32.
Note: Make sure the distance between the upper mounting brackets is 41.32 inches See Figure 31.
37. Reinstall the plastic panel above the bumper.
38. Reinstall the grille, before fully clipping it in, make sure to reconnect camera harness and cleaning fluid nozzle.
39. Reinstall the front fascia panel
40. Reinstall the plastic cover above the grille
41. Reinstall lever.

42. Loosely attach the Lower Mounting Brackets “C” (items 6 and 7) onto Lower Mounting Brackets “A” in the same
locations as before. See Figure 33.

43. Loosely install the Grille Guard Assembly onto the Upper Mounting Brackets and Lower Mounting Brackets “C” using the
M12 Button head hardware.

45. Insert the Harness Extensions (item 9) through the holes in the tubes. See Figure 35 for location.

47. Connect parking sensors to the harness extenders.
