INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing FOX direct-
replacement, smooth body shocks for
your vehicle. FOX products are designed,
tested, and manufactured by the finest
professionals in the industry.

FOX recommends that you become
completely familiar with the handling
characteristics of your modified vehicle
before operating it under rigorous
conditions, helping to avoid potential
rollover situations and other loss of
control events. FOX further recommends
that you use appropriate protective
equipment at all times when operating
your vehicle.

To achieve the best performance and
product longevity, periodic service and
maintenance is required. Please refer to
the Service and Upgrades section for
more information.

WARNINGS

FOX direct-replacement, smooth body
shocks should always be installed as a pair
for maximum performance.

Proper installation and service procedures
are essential for the safe and reliable
installation of chassis parts, requiring

INSTALLATION GUIDELINES

Always use a chassis lift for the installation
of shocks, and make certain that the
raised vehicle is securely attached to the
lift to prevent the vehicle from slipping,
falling, or moving during the installation
process.

DO NOT install any FOX product without
the necessary special tools, expertise and
chassis lift, or you will subject yourself to
the risk of serious INJURY or DEATH. If
you elect to not use a chassis lift (which

election may result in SERIOUS INJURY
or DEATH), ensure that the vehicle is on
level ground, that all tires on the ground
during installation are blocked to prevent
vehicle movement, that at least two

tires are on the ground at all times, and
that adequately secured jack stands are
used to support the vehicle. NEVER get
under the vehicle until you have checked
to ensure that the vehicle will be stable
during installation.

In most cases, FOX direct-replacement,

smooth body shocks are mounted with
the shock body oriented on top.
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

FOX direct-replacement, smooth body
shocks are designed to fit your vehicle’s
shock mounts with no modifications.
Reservoir shocks will require modifying
the reservoir placement for proper
installation.

Remove the existing shocks from the
vehicle.

When installing reservoir shocks on

the vehicle, use the supplied hardware
to mount each reservoir to its shock
body. Be sure to position each reservoir
to clear the chassis frame, suspension
linkage, steering components and tires
throughout the entire suspension travel.

Install the shock on the vehicle. The
original hardware can be reused if it is in
good condition, otherwise replace it with
new hardware. Do not tighten mounting
bushings with excessive torque. The

With the rubber stem mount bushings,
make sure the smaller diameter relief

on the rubber stem mount bushings are
oriented pointing inward towards each
other, and the larger relief diameters are
facing into the cupped washers.

Install the stem mount hardware parts
in the correct assembly sequence and
orientation, as shown.

NOTE: Some stem mount applications will require an
additional supplied spacer

Medium-strength thread-lock (blue Loctite) is
recommended on all bolts.

Please read the installation guidelines
for instructions on how to properly lift
and secure the vehicle.

Remove both front wheels.

Remove the stock shocks. (Do not
discard lower bolt and nut, as it will be
used with your new FOX shock.)

Install new Fox shock. With external
reservoir models, make sure that the
hoses are facing outward and toward
rear of the vehicle. (Fig. 1)

Connect shock to upper mount with
supplied stem mount washer and
bushing on each side. Tighten nut until
5/8” of total stem is showing.

Connect shock to lower mount reusing
factory bolt and nut. Torque to factory
specifications.

For external reservoir models, install
supplied reservoir brackets onto the
vehicle frame as shown. Mark the
lower bracket hole approximately
2.5” from the edge of the shock tower
toward the rear of the vehicle and 4”
from the bottom of the frame. Drill

a 7/32” pilot hole, then secure the
reservoir bracket to the fame with
one of the supplied 1/4” self tapping
screws. Repeat marking and drilling
the center hole and installing self
tapping screw. (Fig. 2)

On external reservoir models, mount
the reservoir onto the reservoir

bracket with the supplied hose clamps.

Utilize the slots in the brackets to
locate clamps. Do not feed the clamps
through the slots in the brackets.(Fig.
D

Check that suspension has proper
clearance by steering in both
directions.

. Reinstall front wheels and torque to

factory specifications.

INSTRUCTIONS - REAR

Medium-strength thread-lock (blue Loctite) is

recommended on all bolts.

1. Please read the installation guidelines
for instructions on how to properly lift
and secure the vehicle.

2. Remove the stock shocks. It may be
necessary to support or raise the
vehicle axle in order to remove bolts
and for installation of new Fox shock.
(Do not discard bolts and nuts, as
they will be used with your new FOX
Shock.)

3. Install supplied rubber spacer onto
upper post mount.

4. Install new Fox Shock, reusing factory
bolts. With piggy back reservoir
models, make sure the reservoir is
pointed inward on the driver side and
toward the rear of the vehicle on the
passenger side (Fig. 3). Torque to
factory specifications.
