Tighten all nuts that appear to be 
loose.  Stripped, fractured, or bent bolts or nuts need to be replaced.

3. 	 Check all cables prior to use.  Replace cables that look worn or frayed.

4. 	 Check all moving or rotating parts.  Remove debris that may inhibit the part from moving freely.

1.	 Apply side member trim (A1) to brush guard using six screws 
(B3).

2.	 Repeat for other side.

3.	 Install brush guard to carrier using carrier’s existing 
hardware.

4.	 Repeat for other side.

5.	 Install tow hooks (B18) with two flange bolts (B12) and 		
nuts (B8) (from carrier kit).

6.	 Repeat for other side.

7.	 Install center light tube (A3) to the inside of the brush guards, 
using two button head bolts (B6), two washers (B4) and one 
locking nut (B5) on each end.  NOTE: Depending on your 
preference, you can choose your desired loction from the two 
available options on the brush guards.

8.	 Install upper tube (A2) using two button head bolts (B6), two 
washers (B4) and one locking nut (B5) on each end to the top 
mounting location on the brush guards.

9.	 Tighten all hardware to torque.
