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STEP 5 // Using the supplied (4) plastic washers attach the
factory bolts to the Barricade bumper.

STEP 6 // Slide bumper into place, and secure using the
factory hardware.
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STEP 7 // Re-attach and secure the (2) 8mm screws, and (1)
10mm bolt that hold the hood latch plate to the factory bumper

lip.

STEP 8 // Optional LED light wiring, connect the (1) LED light
bar into the supplied harness. Be sure to zip tie the access
wiring away from any damage that could occur.

STEP 9 // Optional LED light wiring, Install the Red 12+ volt
wire to the positive battery terminal. Connect the black ground
wire to the negative battery terminal. Mount the fuse in a safe
location away from any damage that could occur. Tuck away
any extra wiring.

STEP 10 // Optional LED light wiring, Route the on/off switch
to the interior of the vehicle using a suitable body grommet.
Mount the switch in the desired location. Zip tie any extra loose
wiring away from heat and/or moving engine components.
