REMOVE STOCK EXHAUST SYSTEM:

2. Raise vehicle up on a hoist or rack to working height. If
_you don’t have access to a hoist or rack, support vehicle
with jack stands.

WARNING:
Avoid serious burns! Allow your vehicle time to cool
completely before touching any factory engine components.

To ease preparation and installation of your new kit:
e Apply penetrating lubricant to mounts, bolts and clamps
before you remove them.
e Use stands as necessary to support parts as you detach
them from your vehicle and again as you install new parts.
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3. Cut tailpipe at muffler exit. Disassemble hanger wires

4. Support muffler and disassemble wire hangers from
isolators. Remove and retain (x2 ea.) flange nuts and
bolts, disconnect inlet pipe and remove exhaust system.

INSTALL FLOWMASTER EXHAUST SYSTEM:

5. Remove nuts from stock and Flowmaster clamps, apply
anti-seize compound to bolts and re-install nuts.

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6. If your vehicle falls within the specifications listed below,
aoplv the corresnondine modifications or assemblv
combinations to this kit to ensure it will install properly.

7. Place flange (15) on inlet pipe (1) then connect
assembly to head pipe. Fasten flanges with (x2 ea.) nuts
and bolts (removed step 4) just enough to hold parts.
Reference diagram to orient inlet pipe properly.

8. Slide front clamp hanger (10) over back of inlet pipe
____theninsert it into factory isolator. Leave clamp loose.
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9. |If applicable, place clamp (13) onto extension (2) then

allow for adjustment.

10. Place clamp (13) onto muffler (3) then connect it to
inlet/extension pipe. Tighten clamp just enough to allow
for adjustment then place (x2) clamps (13) onto muffler
outlets.

11. Fasten frame hanger (11) to vehicle using bolt (17),
backing plate (12), lock washer (18) and nut (19) as
shown. Then hang rubber hanger (16) on frame hanger

end.
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12. Route left overaxle (5) and right tailpipes (4) over axle
then connect them to muffler. Insert their wire hangers

into isolators then tighten clamps just enough to allow
for adjustment.

13. Place clamp (13) onto left rear tailpipe (6) then connect
it to left overaxle. Insert wire hanger into rubber hanger
then tighten clamp just enough to allow for later
adjustment.

NOTE: This kit includes both side and rear exit pipes. For
a rear exit exhaust, use rear exit pipes (8) now in place of
side exit pipes.
14. Place (x2 ea.) clamps (13) onto side exit pipe (7) then
connect them to tailpipes and tighten clamps just
enough to allow for later adjustment.
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15. Place (x2) tips (9) onto exit pipes and tighten inlets.

or bumper, so angle cut on tips are properly positioned.

16. Adjust exhaust components for fit; maintaining %"
clearance and compensating for suspension, travel and
vibration, then tighten all clamps. Finally, fit (x2) hanger
keepers (14) onto each sideways hanger.

17. Recommended: Secure slip-fit connections with a 1-inch
tack weld then spray high-temp paint over each weld to
prevent rust and premature corrosion.
